Students can obtain “Accessibility Specialist” qualification of Hiroshima

(1. educational curriculums, 2. 1st level AL certifications, 3. AL camps 
or AL internships) and get credit for “accessibility studies,” a class to 
be held in the School of Integrated Arts and Sciences.
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
